The Gospel according to Moses
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Luke 24:27 And beginning at Moses and all the Prophets, He expounded
to them in all the Scriptures the things concerning Himsellf.

Luke 24:44 that all things must be fulfilled which were written in the
Law of Moses and the Prophets and the Psalms concerning Me.” > And
He opened their understanding, that they might comprehend the
Scriptures.

Acts 28:23 persuading them concerning Jesus from both the Law of
Moses and the Prophets, from morning till evening.



Heb 8:1-2 We have such a High Priest, who is seated at the right hand of
the throne of the Majesty in the heavens, a Minister of the sanctuary
and of the true tabernacle which the Lord erected, and not man.

8:5 the priests who serve the copy and shadow of the heavenly things,
as Moses was divinely instructed when he was about to make the
tabernacle. For He said, “See that you make all things according to the
pattern shown you on the mountain.

Pattern — (Tupos) type, stamp, print, shape, statue, sample, model,
analogy, example, figure, pattern



Heb 9:8 the Holy Spirit was indicating that the way into the Holiest of All
was not yet made clear while the first tabernacle was still standing.

9:9 It was symbolic for that present time in which both gifts and
sacrifices are offered which cannot make him who performed the

service perfect in regard to the conscience

(Parabole — parable, story to bring out one main truth)



Heb 9:23-24 Therefore it was necessary that the copies of the things in
the heavens should be purified with these, but the heavenly things
themselves with better sacrifices than these.

9:23 For Christ has not entered the holy places made with hands, which
are copies of the true, but into heaven itself, now to appear in the
presence of God for us
