THE FURNITURE OF THE TABERNACLE





Luke 24:26 Ought not the Christ to have
suffered these things and to enter into
His glory?”

Luke 24:27 And beginning at Moses and
all the Prophets, He expounded to them
in all the Scriptures the things concerning
Himself.



Heb 8:1 We have such a High Priest, who
is seated at the right hand of the throne
of the Majesty in the heavens,

Heb 8:2 a Minister of the sanctuary and
of the TRUE tabernacle which the Lord
erected, and not man.



Heb 8:5 serve as copy and shadow of the
heavenly things, as Moses was divinely
instructed when he was about to make
the tabernacle. For He said, “See that
you make all things according to the
pattern shown you on the mountain.”
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Pattern = Tupos (type)
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Heb 10:1 For the law having a shadow of
good things to come, and not the very
image of the things can never with these
same sacrifices, which they offer
continually year by year, make those who
approach perfect.

Heb 10:2 For then would they not have
ceased to be offered? For the
worshipers, once purified, would have
had no more consciousness of sins.



Heb 10:3 But in those sacrifices was a
reminder of sins every year

Heb 10:4 For it is not possible that the
blood of bulls and goats could take away
sins.



Heb 9:9 It was symbolic for the present
time..

Symbolic = Parabole

Heb 9:11 But Christ came as High Priest
of the good things to come, with the
greater and more perfect tabernacle not
made with hands



Heb 9:24 For Christ has not entered the
holy places made with hands, which are
copies of the true, but into heaven itself,
now to appear in the presence of God for
us
